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for approval of the Government Urgency Ordinance No. 74/2005 regarding the establishment of the National Authority for Regulation 
and Monitoring of Public Procurement

The Parliament of Romania adopts this law.

Single Article – Government Urgency Ordinance No. 74 of 29 June 2005 regarding the establishment of the National Authority for Regulation and Monitoring of Public Procurement, published in the Official Journal of Romania, Part I, No. 572 of 04 July 2005 is hereby approved, with the following amendments:

1. Article 1, paragraph (1) shall read as follows:

"Art.1. – (1) The National Authority for Regulation and Monitoring of Public Procurement, hereinafter referred to as the Authority, is established as a public institution, subordinated to the Government, with its main office in the municipality of Bucharest, by reorganising the Direction for Regulating and Monitoring of Public Procurement in the Ministry of Public Finances and of the Department of Public Works Procurement within the General Direction of Public Works Procurement and Rural Infrastructure in the Ministry of Transport, Constructions and Tourism.”


2. Article 2, letter d) shall read as follows:

“d) ensuring an adequate framework for the uniform application of the legislation in the field of public procurement;” 


3. At rticle 3, letters b) and c) it shall read as follows:


“b) regulating the procedures for the award of public procurement contracts;


c) monitoring, analysing and supervising the manner of awarding public procurement contracts;”

4. Article 9 will read as follows:

“Art. 9. – (1) The Authority may hire as personnel either public officers, or, as the case may be, contracted personnel.


(2) The salary scale of the Authority personnel shall be in agreement with the legal provisions applicable to the budgetary sector regarding the personnel of the Government.


(3) The basic salary of the Authority personnel may be increased on the basis of certain criteria approved through Government Decision.”


5. Article 12 shall read as follows:


“Art. 12. – At Article 3 paragraph (1) in the Government Urgency Ordinance No. 11/2004 regarding certain reorganisation measures within the central public authorities, published in the Official Journal of Romania, Part I, No. 266 of 25 March 2004, approved and amended by Law No. 228/2004, as subsequently amended and completed, after letter g) a new letter, letter h), is hereby added and it shall read as follows:


«h) The National Authority for Regulation and Monitoring of Public Procurement, public institution with legal entity status, subordinated to the Government.»”

This law was adopted by the Parliament of Romania, on the grounds of Art 77 Article paragraph (2), observing the provisions of Article 75 and of Article 76, paragraph (2) of the Constitution of Romania, as republished.
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
